They all looked wild and unkempt initially,
but with the help of his tractor, bush-hog, ability to run a fence line, and sheer
will, they all ended up as beautiful places where he and Deb left pieces of
their hearts with every move.

Charles had a special way with children and always made room in his life to
coach, mentor, and teach his own kids, their friends, nieces and nephews, and
grandkids. He was loved by so many and will be greatly missed.

Charles is survived by his wife of 37 years, Debbie Morrison; daughter Robyn
Willingham; son Chris Morrison; granddaughter Kimberly Morrison Brown;
grandson Julian Swinford; great-granddaughters Juliana Swinford, Ava Brown
and Allie Brown; and great-grandson Caden Swinford. He was preceded in
death by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Woodrow Morrison, and his three sisters:
